Download Filmora 9 (for Mac or Windows - Free download)

Download Windows Movie Maker (may be installed on your windows computer already (not 
for Mac))

iMovie already on IPhone or IPad, etc

Share your masterpiece with someone

You could show someone in your family, post your video on social media (check with an adult 
first) and tag Girl Scouts of Southeast Florida or e mail it to us so we can see what you are doing 
and maybe share it on our social media or you could host a movie premiere in your living room 
and invite everyone in your home to join you.
