In the United States, we use a system called the Electoral College for Presidential elections.

Now that you’ve learned about the process of voting, let’s spread the word about why it’s so
important to make your vote count!

Then, research
the country’s election process, and any progress that has been made under her leadership.

1. Find out more about elections
The United States election system is unlike any other in the world. It was created during the initial
writing of our Constitution and even though there have been a few amendments to the voting
process, it largely is just as it was when our nation was founded.
